Grade 2 - Animals - The interdependency of animals and plants in their environment and the special
relationship or niche that each animal plays.

Grade 3 -Earth Materials - Our relationship with the variety of land forms and features found on the
earth's surface.

Grade 4 - Water - A study of the need to conserve and protect our resources.

Grade 5 - Energy - The need for the conservation of our natural resources with regard to our energy usage.

Starlab - An awareness of the composition of the universe and the earth's relationship to it.

Air - The recognition of the dependency of all life on the quality of air.

Environmental - An area of commitment for the continuing health of planet Earth.

Applied Science and Invention - An area to design and build an invention or improve upon a current
concept.
